Property
which, in the opinion of the Selectmen, best serves the interest of the Town by remaining
Town-owned property need not be sold?

Shall the Town authorize the transfer of all unexpended balances to fund balance and to
authorize the overdrafts that may occur in the Town operations in the 2007 budget to be
taken from fund balance?

Shall the Town authorize the Selectmen and Treasurer, on behalf of the Town, to accept
gifts, real estate, and certain funds, including trust funds, that may be given or left to the
Town?

Shall the Town authorize the Treasurer to waive the foreclosure of tax lien mortgages
pursuant to 36 M.R.S.A. Section 944 upon a finding by the Board of Selectmen that
ownership of the property subject to the lien would be contrary to the Town’s best interest?

Shall the Town authorize the Board of Selectmen to enter into boundary line agreements
with abutting property owners to establish the boundary line of any property of the Town,
including the boundary lines of the rights-of-ways?

Shall the Town authorize the municipal officers to make final determinations regarding the
closing or opening of roads to winter maintenance pursuant to 23 M.R.S.A., Section 2953?

Shall the Town authorize the Board of Selectmen to spend funds from various reserve funds
as they deem necessary in accordance with the capital improvement program?
